From the South:  
 
Exit the M6 motorway at junction 10A onto the M54 Telford / Shrewsbury.  
Continue along the M54 for several miles until you get to junction 3 sign posted A41 
Whit church.  
 
Leave the M54 at junction 3 and head for Whitchurch A41 for approx 30 Miles.  
On approaching Whitchurch follow signs for A41 Chester for approx 5 Miles until 
you come to the roundabout at Hampton Heath (Market House PH on left hand 
side).  
 
At this roundabout take the first turning left onto the B5069 towards Malpas.  
Continue on this road for approx half a mile over a small railway bridge and take 
the turning left opposite M E Waterhouse animal feeds and the site is immediately 
on the right hand side.  
 
Parking  
Turn into the site and through the main gates bearing left into the car park. Visitor 
spaces are clearly marked.

From the North:  
 
Exit the M6 motorway at junction 19 M56. Follow signs for M56 Chester. Continue 
along the M56 and leave the M56 at junction 15 signposted Chester M53.  
 
Continue along the M53 for approx four miles and take the second exit off A56 
signed posted Whitchurch. At the roundabout take the third exit off A56, signposted 
A41 Whitchurch. Follow that road to the next roundabout and take the first exit off 
A41 Whitchurch.  
 
Continue along the A41 to the next roundabout. Take the second exit off at this 
roundabout A41 Whitchurch and follow until the next roundabout.  
 
At the next roundabout (Hampton Heath, the Market House PH on the right hand 
side of the roundabout) take the third exit off signposted B5069 Malpas.  
 
Continue on this road for approx half a mile over a small railway bridge and take 
the turning left opposite M E Waterhouse animal feeds and the site is immediately 
on the right hand side.  
 
Parking  
Turn into the site through the main gates bearing left into the car park. Visitor 
spaces are clearly marked.
